ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF
ANTIQUE TELEPHONE COLLECTORS ASSOCIATION,
A NONPROFIT CORPORATION
(Amended November 2013) 

ARTICLE I  -  Name

The name of the corporation is ANTIQUE TELEPHONE COLLECTORS ASSOCIATION.

ARTICLE II  -  Location

The location of its principal place of business is 104 N. Chicago, Salina, KS 67401 in Saline County .

ARTICLE III  -  Registered Office and Resident Agent

The address of the registered office of the Corporation in this state is 104 N. Chicago  in the city of Salina, County of Saline, KS 67401. The resident agent at that address is Jerry Williams.

ARTICLE IV  -  Purpose 
This corporation is organized and operated not for profit exclusively for charitable, educational, and/or scientific purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. 

The object and purposes to be transacted and carried on are to provide education and information related to antique telephone equipment, telephone history, and to the maintenance and preservation thereof.

To do things necessary and proper for the accomplishments of the objects herein set out and those objects which may later be recognized as proper and lawful and within the provisions and meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, the organization shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on by an organization exempt from Federal income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue law) or by an organization contributions to which are deductible under section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or corresponding provisions of any future United States Internal Revenue law).

ARTICLE V  -  Perpetual Existence 
The term for which this corporation is to exist is perpetual.

ARTICLE VI  -  Capital Stock

The corporation shall not have authority to issue capital stock.

ARTICLE VII  -  Membership

Any person, organization, or municipality in sympathy with the objects of this corporation shall be eligible for membership.

ARTICLE VIII  -  Board of Directors

The business of the corporation shall be conducted by the Board of Directors which shall consist of six persons. The conditions of supervision, terms of office, and election procedures shall be fixed by the Bylaws of the Corporation. The Board of Directors shall have all the powers granted by Kansas law and statutes and the Bylaws of the Corporation. 
ARTICLE IX  -  Amendments

Amendments to these articles shall be made in accordance with the laws of the State of Kansas.

ARTICLE X  -  Dissolution

Upon winding up and dissolution of this corporation, after paying or adequately providing for the debts and obligations of the corporation, the remaining assets shall be distributed to a non-profit fund, foundation, or corporation which is organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational, and or scientific purposes and which has established its tax exempt status under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue law) as the Board of Directors shall determine.
